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Situation Overview

On the morning of Tuesday 4 October, Hurricane Matthew, the first Category 4 to hit the country in the past 52 years
with winds up to 150 mph (240 kmy/h) barreled into southern coastal towns including Jeremie, Les Cayes, Port Salut,
Dame Marie and Jacmel, causing major damage to homes, schools and other public buildings.

. 1.4 million people in need of humanitarian assistance ; 2.1 million individuals have been affected (UN-OCHA)

o Estimated casualties range from 546 deaths and 438 injured according to the Directorate of Civil Protection (DPC)

. 80% of electricity network destroyed in the Southern peninsula and 90% of homes in the South and Grande Anse
department have been damaged or destroyed by the Hurricane

o 141 493 individuals are temporarily residing throughout 204 evacuation shelters in Grand Anse and South
Department (DPC).

. More than 3,700 suspected cases of cholera have been reported by the Government since 4 October

. 733 schools have been affected

. Important damages were reported to makeshifts tents housing returnees/deportees from the Dominican

Republic in Anse-a-Pitres (Belle Anse)
